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Harmonic classic good music is the highest expedient in developing the intelligence and humanism. The brain vibrations and consciousness happens through the music-like vibrations. The synesthetic persons in the field of music can see, that the vibrations/colours of music affects on the healt, stress, problems of mind and ethical opinions of the human body, mind/soul and spirit; and change the aura-colours of the human mind and soul.

Aristotles even said that the music can change the governing model of the society. 

The colour of Bach’s music is yellow, and it promotes abilities of thinking/intelligence and wisdom. The music of Beethoven and Mendelssohn is green, which brings sympathy and calmness of mind. The electro-magnetic fields of the body and the emotional & mental fields of the mind are affected very easily by music;  even too easily with bad music, affecting illnesses, difficult sense-addictions, aggressions, wars, etc.

In Finland there are going on some studies on these matters of synesthesia. When the vibration fields of music and human body/mind meets, there happens changes because of interaction (a.o. through interference) between the vibrating fields.

The motive of the composer always transfers to the composition. So it is very important to know the reason, why am I composing or doing what I do?  Is it because of gaining money, fame, honour, power; or because of fear, sorrow, lust-desire, etc. poor-dirty-bad motive;  OR because of COMPASSION towards the humankind?     

(Blue is the colour of compassion, like the sky on a sunny day.)

Among others the twine-flowers turn towards the loud-speaker sending good classic music, BUT when the music changes inferior, the flowers die, because of plugs in the water-veins.  (According a.o. researcher D. Retallac's studies on bad-good music.)

that by playing and listening good classical music through hundreds of years humankind and the humans are affected on the following ways:

Bach's 1685-1750 genius music develops the abilities of compassionate thinking and intelligence, etc. .
Beethoven 1770 -1827 brings sympathy, takes off the stress, hysteria and other deceases of mind. Beethoven’s music helped to bring about that greater unity between the heart and the mind which is prerequisite of true understanding:  it humanized humanity.  p. 66. / MUSIC, Its Secret Influence Throughout the Ages  by Cyril Scott.
Mendelssohn 1809-47 promotes the harmonies and compassion towards underprivileged, children, women, etc., so that among others schools, hospitals etc are built more ... 

Schumann's 1810 -56 music promotes the love and understanding towards the children, ... 

G. Bizet  1838-75 brigs the beauty, tenderness, nobleness to the humankind, …

Brahms's 1833-97 music bring sympathy and higher feelings, his music is a kind of modification of Beethoven and Mendelssohn.

C. Franck's 1822-90 music heals and harmonise the whole human, ... 

Debussy 1862–1918 gives the compassionate people the energy of life …
Scrjabin  1872-1915 is the greatest representative on the angel vibrations, ...

Wagner’s (1813-83) music promotes general fraternity, abilities of co-operation and unity, even agape-love sprouting can begin.  When Wagner experienced platonic agape-love toward his own daughter or other platonic friend, he managed to include that exceptionally high intuitive divine love into his three music compositions: 1. Walther’s preislied-song in the Meistersingers;   2. Isolde’s Liebestod in Tristan & Isolde;  3. Parsifal’s Easternight-miracle/ Karfreitagszauber. He was the finest composing genius of the late nineteenth-century, but even brief bright light raises the most sharp shadows. So also in the Wagner’s operas the plots are not always highlighting the noblest heroism. That is why uncritical worshiping and the following of his every sentimental/mushy musical pictures/tunes, courses/passes - can be fatal.  
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Wagner used with an enormous strength condemning proud and good and evil opposed, to bring the distinction clear. 
Wagner had so deep/wide longing for helping humanity that he was justified some time to get high celestial intuitive aid.   But he was also open to selfishness in the bursts of egoism, so he also was susceptible to get inspirations from lower deva-forces (like Ortrud-, Klingsor-, Kundry-powers). Consequently, sentimental/ mushy-type geniuses are certainly not always at the level of the highest moral integrity representatives.   (a.o.:  On the pages 98-101 /Cyril Scott: Music. )         ...
